he lake is in excellent condition. There
 is no evidence of bacteria affecting the 
 187 acres of water surface. Reggie Miles 
retrieves water samples around the lakeôs perime-
ter and at various stations located in the main body 
of water. This sampling activity has a 10 year data 
history of 20 to < 20 ppm of bacteria counts.

Beaches Tested Weekly for Bacteria
   Analysis, by Columbia Labs, for years reveals 
consistent results of 20 or < 20 ppm. of bacteria. 
In year 2000 there was one  incident of an elevated 
count at a beach location. Beaches are tested in 3 
different areas. The retest, a couple days later, 
showed the counts to be at < 20 ppm. Cut off for 
water contact is 265 ppm set by CT. DEP. The el-
evated count was most likely due to a dog, a wild 
animal or Canada Geese swimming in the vicinity 
of the sample site.

Area of concern to the Lake District
   The N.E. Cove (lots 93 & 94) and their upland 
area has water seeps in 3 locations with elevated 
nutrient counts of Phosphorus and  nitrates. Am-
monia (related to bacteria such as e-coli) is also 
in elevated counts. There is a white pipe export-
ing small amounts of contaminated water onto this 
site. We are seeking the help of appropriate health 
agencies, the CT DEP, the CT Health Department, 
Dr. Knoecklein, our lake scientist and myself to 
evaluate and design a solution to resolve this 
condition.

Algae in Amston Lake
  Algae is everywhere, in lakes, rivers, ponds, 
reservoirs and land surfaces. Algae in lakes are an 
essential component in the lakeôs food web. Algae 
numbers are normally kept in check by grazing 
zooplankton, lack of nutrients or simply settling 
out of the water column.

   However, when high nutrient concentrations in the 
water or sediments drive the algae to high densities, 
even grazing pressure is an insufý cient control and 
excessive algae becomes a nuisance. 

Nuisance Algae in Amston Lake is 
Filamentous
   This type, (ý lamentous) is of nuisance propor-
tions in a few small areas. But, is also evident thru 
out the main body of water in small densities. 

Although some people do not like to apply 
chemicals to lakes and ponds. For centuries chem-
icals and other methods have been used to control 
algae. Barley Straw is one of the methods and is 
the least invasive.

Barley Straw
    As a control method it is a nontoxic chemical 
addition that inhibits algae growth. Fact is; bar-
ley straw is an effective control for Blue-Green 
algae as well as suspended solids. It may control 
ý lamentous algae. (Although this will require 2 to 
3 times the typical barley dose.)

     It is the decomposition of the  straw that inhibits 
algae from taking up phosphorus Thus prohibiting 
them from multiplying in numbers. Barley Straw 
will inhibit algae growth for 30 to 90 days. After 
that the decomposition of organics is ý nished. 

   Barley straw is not only a control method it is 
relatively inexpensive, and does little environ-
mental harm to ý sh or other wildlife. This method 
has been tried at Amston Lake for two years with 
excellent  results.

  eighbors. Over this last year much has happened. As
  your treasurer, Iôve instituted a new accounting system
  which has helped us keep better track of our expenses.

If youôd like to stay current with 
what is going on within your community, you can go to our Web 
Site www.amstonlake.org where you can sign up to receive e-mail.  
If you donôt have an e-mail account, you can get one by going to 
your local library and use their internet connection to surf the web 
as well as attain a free e-mail account.  I am sure someone there 
would be happy to help you get a Yahoo or Gmail e-mail account.

   Finally, I want to appeal to your volunteerism.  We need volun-
teers to help us with security.  We would like volunteers to help 
keep our beaches and local Right of Ways (ROW) clean.  We could 
use volunteers to help us research topics that are important for all 
of us.  Your board is made up of volunteers and they work end-
less hours serving you.  Lynn Mika has prepared our new manual.  
Mike Smith runs our internet. John Connor oversees our security 
program.  Anita Connor CPA did the Financial review this year. 
Mark Paul worked endless hours on our new ordinances. Dave 
Martin assembled and authored a huge book concerning Amston 
Lake rules, regulations and processes.  Dave Arnold oversees our 
Dam construction projects.  Jo and Carl Wool contribute endless 
hours on our ALD minutes and various projects.

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Yhere is both good and bad news with regard to the leaks
 at the Main dam and the Duck Pond dam. To start with 
 the good news, the leaks havenôt progressed to the point 
that immediate repairs have been required.  Actually, the leak at 
the main dam has been reduced from about 20 gallons per minute 
to about 5 gallons per minute by the judicious use of some hydrau-
lic cement and a lot of sawdust at the sources of the leaks. Sawdust 
makes an excellent water plug if the leak source is known and the 
leak isnôtô too great.  A large portion of the main dam leak appears 
to be through cracks in the rocks at the end of the dam closest to 
the beach.  The sawdust is only a temporary repair and some work 
will be required this year to address the leakage which continues 
to occur through cracks in the spillway, and undermining and sink-
holes in the earthen part of the dam.  Exploratory digging at the 
leak exit and the installation of a French drain are planned for this 
year as temporary repairs.  Doing these temporary repairs should 
allow us to put off the expensive ($60,000+ ?) repair for a while.

   The dam at the Duck Pond is also leaking through the stone

work on the sides of the spillway. The leakage doesnôt seem to 
be much worse; however, it should be repaired before the 
sidewalls cave in as this would be more expensive to repair. 
To conserve funds for this next year, our plans are to monitor 
the leakage and to make temporary low cost repairs, as needed.

   During the last 10 months we have been working with our 
engineer, Karl Acimovic, who has prepared plans for the proper 
repair of both the Main and Duck Pond dams. These repairs will 
be expensive (this is the bad news) as they require the building of 
coffer dams, the use of large equipment and possibly extensive 
dredging. This could take a couple months of work.  The plans 
for the Main dam have been submitted to the DEP for approval.  
We are holding off the submittal of the Duck Pond repair plans 
to the DEP while we explore an alternate plan for the repair to 
determine if there is a large saving.  The plan includes removal of 
the dam spillway and permanently draining the pond. This alterna-
tive which impacts the esthetics of the area will be discussed with 
you during a slide show at the District Annual Meeting in May.

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F     mston Lake has had its own web site since early 2006  
         www.amstonlake.org - created by Frena Hokans and me.
    It turned out that each of us had created a web site 
about Amston Lake as part of the same course that each of us had 
taken at different colleges. We decided the merge the two web sites 
ï Frena provided the artistic design and I provided the content.

   For the past three years or so, I have been the webmaster for the 
site. This is purely a volunteer effort, sort of my contribution to the 
community. The tax district pays only for expenses such as hosting 
and domain name registration.

   The web site provides a place where residents can see whatôs 
happening at the lake: tax district meetings as well as events 
sponsored by the Amston Lake (Improvement) Association, an 
organization that provides social activities for lake residents.

\    elcome everyone to a new summer season at Amston 
     Lake! Whether you are full timers or seasonal, you will 
     note there have been some improvements made on our 
lake properties, with some still to be done.

   Three new boat racks have been installed, two at Main Beach and 
one at Lollipop. These are for residents use on a ñý rst comeò basis. 
One more will be installed this spring at Oakland Right of Way in 
Hebron. We hope to have the boat dock slips operational by the 
end of April. We have had some minor leakage during the winter 
months, which has delayed the instillation process. Reminder.....
if you wish to launch your boat into Amston Lake, you will need 
to have it inspected before launching. A schedule of the people to 
contact and their phone numbers is listed on the boat launch site 
and on our web site www.amstonlake.org. The original wooden 
sign boards at both beaches will be painted. Since the small wood-
en bulletin boards located at the entrance to each beach, have, 
shall we say, ñseen better daysò, they will be removed and we will 
use the back of the old wooden signs as our new bulletin boards. 
Please note this change, which will take place the beginning of 
May. All the ALD Board legal postings and ALIA social functions 
will be posted there.

   A new concept has been approved by our Board of Directors 
and is intended to save the residents several thousand dollars....In 
house security for the summer months as well as the winter. We 
will not be hiring Ace Security this year. I, along with the help of 

Andy Kozlak, will be providing random security spot checks, 3 
to 4 each weekend day and holidays and once or twice during the 
week. Drive around patrols and gate closings will also be done. If 
you have not already noticed, we have purchased Security signs 
for the two vehicles being used. This has been very effective this 
winter with the ice ý shing security and we hope will have the same 
effect this summer.

   Barley Straw.....For the last several years, Barley Straw has been 
used as a natural growth inhibitor of algae in the areas of our lake 
that algae is abundant. We will be installing it again this year in 
several areas. Barley straw will be stuffed loosely into 10 foot 
mesh bags with two swim noodles for þ otation purposes. These 
bags will be placed and anchored near the algae blooms, and pre-
vents reproduction. If you have an algae problem and have not had 
this treatment, please contact me.

   We have a missing swim raft garaged on Main Beach. A picture 
is on the web site.
